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Since our last issue, a number of new books in the Alexander Library are
of local interest:

Historic preservation enthusiasts may want to search out their own copy
of Revolutionary War Historic Houses of Dauphin County, Pennsylvania by the Har-
risburg Chapters of the DAR and SAR, a color-photo extravaganza of some of this
area’s most incredible 18th and |9th century domestic architecture.

From acclaimed narrative historian, David Stashower, The Hour of Peril: the Secret
Plot to Murder Lincoln before the Civil War touches on Lincoln’s only visit to the
Pennsylvania capital in 1861, and how differently the Civil War might have gone had
the nation’s 16th president been assassinated in Baltimore.

Enola-based Civil War historian Cooper Wingert meanwhile, whose seemingly inde-
fatigable research capabilities outpaces even some veteran historians, adds Harris-
burg and the Civil War to his growing oeuvre of fine regional war studies.

Finally, Mira Lloyd Dock & the Progressive Era Conservation Movement by Shippens-
burg University’s Susan Rimby is an excellent companion to a resurging interest in
Harrisburg’s turn-of-the century City Beautiful Movement.

The HSDC school yearbook project continues apace. Over 600 volumes at last
count are now available in the combined Archives//glexander Library collection. Visit
our website for an updated list—as always, we’re grateful for any missing books you
may wish to donate.

When Simon Cameron died his personal library at 219 South Front was dispersed by
his grandson, g)ames M. Cameron. One of the General’s books given to the Harris-
burg Public Library was A History of Bradford County published in 1878. Recently,
while de-accessioning some of its older volumes, Dauphin County Library System
returned the well-worn, still serviceable leather-bound tome of nearly 500 pages to
us—a round trip of only 125 years. Now if books could only talk!

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Curator’s Corner:

The summer months have brought new volunteers and the reinvigoration
of several collections projects. lg'lorgan Voth and Rachel Bell are
cataloging glassware, china, and artwork in the mansion, joining Fred
Voight who has been helping HSDC with artifact cataloging since 2008.

Nancy Spiker and Sue Hillegass have resumed the summer artifact photography pro-

ject, which aims to establish photographic documentation of all objects in the man-

sion. With thousands of photos already taken in the past two years, docent Donald

Schwab has been helping with the effort to relate all these images to our database

records. In the archives, Carol Buck and Veronica Smith continue to work on de-

scribing and arranging manuscript groups including the Masonic, City of Harrisburg,

Deed, and Civic Club collections.

Recent acquisitions include an 1839 woven coverlet from Hanover Township (this
being three years before they were divided into East and West), a 1959 wedding
dress from tKe Mary Sachs Shop, and numerous photographs including a portrait of
Simon Cameron, the likeness of which is new to our collections. We received four
volumes of photographs showing dozens of buildings in Dauphin County and
throughout the east coast that were made from Hummelstown Brownstone Com-
any product. Additional material from the American Association of University
omen also has been added to our stacks, the AAUW having first donated their
archives to HSDC in 201 |.

From the cataloging-is-never-finished department, we received a 193] notarized
statement by Louisa Bliss deWitt explaining the provenance of the John Harris, Jr.
crib and William Maclay cradle we have in our collections. The two pieces passed
from the Harris and P%\clay families to the Wallace family. Mary Wallace married
William Radcliffe deWitt, father-in-law of Louisa, who donated the pieces to the His-
torical Society over 80 years ago.

Also new to our collection is a telescope that Rudolph Kelker gave to his son, Wil-
liam in 1868 when he was about age |5. What a wonder to imagine what William
ﬁazed at through its lens. A lover of nature and an amateur meteorologist, William

ept journals on the weather from 1874 until the day he died in 1908. Besides gen-
eral remarks on the weather, the temperature and barometric pressure were faith-
fully recorded four times a day, the river levels thrice daily.

Wherever the inspiration came from, to make up for his early years when he was
not tracking the weather, Kelker consulted the 1850s and 1860s journals of druggist
John Heisley to compile a ledger of events. He noted the “brilliant aurora borealis”
on the 8th of January, 1858. On the 4th of September, 1861:"Meteor 8 pm from NE
elevation 45 degrees.” One page in the spring of 1865 was particularly busy. In
March, ice closing the Susqueﬁanna broke up, and two weeks later, while snow still
covered York Hills, a great freshet saw the river rise to 23.5 feet in the St. Patrick’s
Day flood. He follows with the evacuation of Petersburg, General Lee’s surrender,
and the assassination of Lincoln.

Kelker also distributed annual weather bulletins where he would note the first ap-
pearance of mayflies (always too soon), summer warblers, and other birds and in-
sects. It was while making such observations durinig a spring walk through Wetzel’s
Swamp with Dr. John H. Fager that he died after only 54 years.
